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LibreOffice 6 installation

Linux Mint DE2 comes with LibreOffice v4.x and Linux Mint 18 comes with LibreOffice 5.x. Version 6.0
was released in January 2018. To install the latest version, a few simple steps need to be performed
to uninstall the version from the repository and download and install the latest version.
