Normal ping operation is continuous.

ping 8.8.8.8

To get intermittent statistics, the SIGQUIT signal can be sent to the ping command.
Example output:

Key combination while running: CTRL+\ or CTRL+ | or CTRL+4;

Send to one or more known pids

kill -SIGQUIT <pid> [...]

Send to all running

ps -0 pid= -C ping | xargs -r kill -SIGQUIT

Periodically send to all running

while sleep 20; do ps -o pid= -C ping | xargs -r kill -SIGQUIT; done

As a background job

while sleep 20; do ps -o pid= -C ping | xargs -r kill -SIGQUIT; done &
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
